The Winklmoosalm plateau is the most famous part of Reit im Winkl. During the summer,
you can reach this popular walking area with its quaint huts and welcoming Bavarian inns
via a toll road or by cable car; explore Lake Chiemsee and Herreninsel island by boat, and
visit Herrenchiemsee Palace, built for King Ludwig Il in the style of Versailles. The next
morning, continue along the German Alpine Road towards Garmisch-Partenkirchen.
